- 10 Finally, be strong in the Lord and in His mighty power. 11 Put on the full armor of God, so that 
you can make your stand against the devil’s schemes. 12 For our struggle is not against flesh and 
blood, but against the rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this world’s darkness, 
and against the spiritual forces of evil in the heavenly realms. 13 Therefore, take up the full armor of 
God, so that when the day of evil comes, you will be able to stand your ground, and having done 
everything, to stand. 14 Stand firm then, with THE BELT OF TRUTH buckled around your waist, with 
THE BREASTPLATE OF RIGHTEOUSNESS arrayed, 15 and with your feet fitted with the readiness of 
THE GOSPEL OF PEACE. 16 In addition to all this, take up THE SHIELD OF FAITH, with which you 
can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. 17 And take THE HELMET OF   SALVATION 
and THE SWORD OF THE SPIRIT, which is the word of God. 18 PRAY in the Spirit at all times, with 
every kind of prayer and petition. To this end, stay alert with all perseverance in your prayers for 
all the saints. 19 PRAY also for me, that whenever I open my mouth, words may be given me so that 
I will boldly make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador in chains. 
PRAY that I may proclaim it fearlessly, as I should.  Ephesians 6:10-20 NIV

Truth, like a belt, will hold you together through a worldwide pandemic, economic uncertainty                
and proliferated racial tension and turmoil.  

 

 - You will know the TRUTH, and the TRUTH will set you free.” - Jesus, John 8:32 CEV

 - Bear in mind that our Lord’s patience means SALVATION, just as our dear brother Paul also 
 wrote you with the wisdom that God gave him.  2 Peter 3:15 NIV

And when 
 you stand praying, if you hold anything against anyone, forgive him, so that your Father in heaven 
 may forgive you your sins.” - Jesus, Mark 11:24-25 NIV (ref. Matthew 6:12) 

 

“My secret is very simple: I pray.”    Mother Teresa, No Greater Love 
 

 - About midnight Paul and Silas were PRAYING and singing hymns to God, and the other prisoners 
 were listening to them. Suddenly there was such a violent earthquake that the foundations of the   
 prison were shaken. At once all the prison doors flew open, and EVERYONE’S CHAINS CAME LOOSE.  
 Acts 16:25-26 NIV 
 

Prayer opens doors to forgiveness, unleashes hope and releases your relationships from otherwise being 
locked up in debilitating issues.  

 

Are there any underlying issues of unforgiveness that are holding you back behind bars? 
 

 - Paul articulates, “Be joyful in hope, patient in affliction, faithful in PRAYER. Romans 12:12 NIV 
 - Never stop PRAYING.”  1 Thessalonians 5:17 NLT
